MINUTES
SIAAB Meeting – October 14, 2025
1:00 p.m.
CALL TO ORDER

A meeting of the State of Illinois Internal Audit Advisory Board (SIAAB) was held at Illinois Department of Transportation, 2300 S. Dirksen Parkway, Springfield, Illinois, with video conferencing available.  The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m. by Nikki Lanier.

A motion to approve remote attendance for Stell Mallios and Julie Zemaitis was made by Amy Macklin and was seconded by Steve Kirk.  The motion passed with Stell Mallios and Julie abstaining.

MINUTES

[bookmark: _Hlk106382373]The draft minutes for the September 9, 2025, meeting was presented for approval.  A motion to approve was made by H. Jay Wagner and was seconded by Amy Macklin.  The motion passed with Stell Mallios, Nikki Lanier, Dawn Meier, and Jackie Hohn abstaining.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Several members from the Springfield Chapter of the Institute of Internal Auditors (IIA) participated remotely and in person to participate in the discussion regarding the issuance of continuing professional education (CPE) credits for the information technology and staff roundtables.  The following members of the public were present from the Springfield Chapter of the IIA, Angela Keagy, David Brink, Katrina Woodcock, Satu Allen, Elizabeth Myer, Beth Davidsmeyer, Kayla Routh, and Angie Bartlett.  

Jim Timberlake also participated remotely for the purpose of hearing any discussions held regarding the Quality Assurance Review (QAR) for Chicago State University and State Fire Marshall.


Internal Audit Roundtable CPE

In order to accommodate the public participation, the Internal Audit Roundtable agenda item was moved up.  At the September meeting the Springfield Chapter of the IIA asked SIAAB to consider issuing CPE for the information technology auditor and staff auditor roundtables.  The “Process of Conducting SIAAB Internal Auditor Staff and Internal Auditor Roundtables” was reviewed and discussed.  Consensus was reached that SIAAB would issue the CPE certificates under their license.  The Springfield Chapter of the IIA will be responsible for providing the information required under statute to support the CPE to SIAAB.  A few changes to the document were recommended regarding referencing the appropriate Illinois Statute and defining CPE earned as 1 CPE hour for every 50 minutes.  The document will be distributed at the SIAAB conference roundtable for further recommendations.  Recommendations, if any would be considered at the next meeting.

Leighann joined the meeting at 1:10 PM.

Nikki Lanier asked for a motion to be made to approve SIAAB as the signor and issuer of the CPE for the roundtables.  Motion was made by H. Jay Wagner and seconded by Leighann Manning.  Motion passed unanimously.

Nikki Lanier asked for a motion to be made to approve the “Process of Conducting SIAAB Internal Auditor Staff and Internal Auditor Roundtables” with the suggested changes.  Motion was made by Steve Kirk and seconded by Jennifer Boen.  signing as CPE provider Jay and Leighann second.  Motion passed unanimously.

Public attendees except for Jim Timberlake left the meeting at 1:35 PM.

CPE License Renewal 

Julie Zemaitis has submitted the application to renew the SIAAB CPE license with the State of Illinois.  

REPORTS AND UPDATES

CPE Coordinator/Webmaster

Julie Zemaitis reported six registrations for the 2017 Standards course and no completions.  She noted, all the registrants also registered for the 2024 GIAS course.  There were 14 registrations and seven completions for the 2024 GIAS course. CPE has been awarded to each registrant who completed the course. The course activity for the past month and history since 2021 has been uploaded to SIAAB’s SharePoint site. Historically 121 individuals have taken the 2017 course, and the new course has had 57 registered and/or taken the course.

Nikki Lanier inquired about an email that was received in which the CPE certificate did not populate for one individual.  She wanted to know if this was a one-time occurrence and if the issue had been resolved.  Julie Zemaitis noted that it was a one-time occurrence, and the certificate has been issued.  

Quality Assurance Coordinator

H. Jay Wagner reported that the State Fire Marshall submitted a QAR Team Request.  Using the 2017 standards and time frame is more than two years.  The requested reviewer is James Timberlake and is a CIA and will be a self-examination with external validation. He indicated that the request was uploaded to the SIAAB SharePoint and requested a motion for approval of the QAR team.  Leighann Manning motioned to approve the QAR team submitted for the State Fire Marshall.  Motion was seconded by Julie Zemaitis. The motion passed unanimously.

H. Jay Wagner reported that the Chicago State University submitted a QAR Team Request.  Using the 2024 standards. The requested reviewer is Jennifer Boen, a CIA and will be a self-examination with external validation. He indicated that the request was uploaded to SIAAB SharePoint and requested a motion for approval.  Amy Macklin motioned to approve the QAR team submitted for the Chicago State University.  Motion was seconded by Steve Kirk. The motion passed with Jennifer Boen abstaining. 

Jim Timberlake left meeting at 1:45 PM.

Nikki Lanier reported that the Illinois Emergency Management Agency submitted a QAR Team Request.  Using the 2024 standards. The requested reviewer is H. Jay Wagner and is a CIA and will be a self-examination with external validation. Nikki Lanier indicated that the request was uploaded to the SIAAB SharePoint and requested a motion for approval.  Steve Kirk motioned to approve the QAR team submitted for the Illinois Emergency Management Agency.  Motion was seconded by Leighann Manning. The motion passed with H. Jay Wagner. 

No QAR reports were submitted.  

QAR Team Request Form update

H. Jay Wagner discussed a possible change to the QAR Team Request Form.  The change would be to request the CIA certificate of the reviewer to evidence they have a current CIA.  This change is due to the change with the 2024 Global Internal Audit Standards, which require a CIA to be on the review team. Consensus was reached that a change would be made to the form and presented at the next SIAAB meeting.

FOIA Officer

Jennifer Boen reported there have been no FOIA requests. 

Guidance Coordinator

Steve Kirk reported that he had no updates for the Board. 

Discussion was to determine if guidance should be added regarding audit liaisons being required to maintain CPE.  Consensus was that a frequently asked question could be added to the current document.  Steve will present a draft frequently asked question for review by SIAAB next month and propose that an official request for SIAAB guidance be made.

Conference Coordinator

H. Jay Wagner reported that to date, there are 175 paid registrations, 190 with speakers for the 2025 SIAAB Conference.  He stated that he anticipates registration to reach closer to 200 by the date of the conference.

The current system used for enrollment is being replaced.  Jay will get the historical information from previous years.

NEW BUSINESS

Potential outreach to the Auditor General

This was a reminder for the bi-annual meeting and outreach to the Auditor General’s office.  Consensus was reached to wait until the new Auditor General was hired. 

Determining QAR due date for newly established agencies

Discussion was held noting that the Department of Early Childhood was recently created and SIAAB should assist with setting the deadline for the first QAR to ensure the deadline isn’t missed.  SIAAB discussed looking at when the agency is deemed to be a stand alone agency for statutory purposes.  They currently have an intergovernmental agreement with several agencies that it was created from.  Amy Macklin and H. Jay Wagner will review the executive order and bring additional information back to SIAAB next month.

Other New Business

Kenneth Hovey discussed what to do when taking over as the new Chief Internal Auditor and a system has been implemented.  The pre-implementation audit was approximately 80% complete before the prior Chief Internal Auditor left and the system was implemented when he took over.  At this point doing the post implementation review would be the best approach.
